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Defining the Gospel (Gal 1:1-10)
A.  The Gospel Stated (1-5)

1.  The conflict – The Word of the Apostles is sufficient 
Acts 15:1–2 (NKJV) 
1And certain men came down from Judea and taught the brethren, “Unless you are circumcised according to the custom of Moses, you cannot be saved.” 

2Therefore, when Paul and Barnabas had no small dissension and dispute with them, they determined that Paul and Barnabas and certain others of them should go up to Jerusalem, to the apostles and elders, about this question. 

Romans 9:30–33 (NKJV) 

30What shall we say then? That Gentiles, who did not pursue righteousness, have attained to righteousness, even the righteousness of faith; 

31but Israel, pursuing the law of righteousness, has not attained to the law of righteousness. 

32Why? Because they did not seek it by faith, but as it were, by the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumbling stone. 

33As it is written: “Behold, I lay in Zion a stumbling stone and rock of offense, And whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.” 

1 Corinthians 15:1–8 (NKJV) 
1Moreover, brethren, I declare to you the gospel which I preached to you, which also you received and in which you stand, 

2by which also you are saved, if you hold fast that word which I preached to you—unless you believed in vain. 

3For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, 

4and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the Scriptures, 

5and that He was seen by Cephas, then by the twelve. 

6After that He was seen by over five hundred brethren at once, of whom the greater part remain to the present, but some have fallen asleep. 

7After that He was seen by James, then by all the apostles. 

8Then last of all He was seen by me also, as by one born out of due time. 
2.  The Contrast – We cannot work for it but we must receive Christ’s work
B.  The Gospel Rejected (1:6-10)
1. The Corruption – There is only one truth in conflicting accounts
2.  The Condemnation – There is only one destination for Gospel corrupters
